What is shooting 
Para sport?
WSPS “Classification”
 Athletes put into “classes” to compete. 
 WSPS features 8 of 10 eligible 

impairment types for the Paralympic 
Games. 

 WSPS has a team of International 
Classifiers (Physical Therapists, Doctors) 
that determine athlete eligibility. 

 Not all Para athletes or disability types 
are eligible for shooting Para sport. 

 Athletes must meet Minimum 
Impairment Criteria (MIC) to be eligible.
